. PURPOSE

Louisiana State University has a long-standing tradition honoring and supporting the pre-military
(i.e., Reserve Officer Training Corps) and active military personnel and the veterans of the United

States armed forces



Veteran: The term “veteran” is applied differentially in federal and state law and is defined within
the applicable sections of this policy. The term shall be construed to apply to those who are

recognized as such by the United States Government unless the term “State-Defined Veteran” is
specifically used.

State -Defined Veteran : “former or current member of the United States Armed Forces or
organized militia of the several states and territories, including but not limited to a member of the
Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, Coast Guard, National Guard, Air National Guard,
Reserves, State Guard, or a commissioned officer of the Public Health Service, Environmental
Science Services Administration, or National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, or its
predecessor, the United States Coast and Geodetic Survey.” [RS 13:5364, 17:3165.2]
