The proposal will be delayed if the form is not filled out in its entirety. This includes the 
justification and the General Catalog concentration description. Letters of support from affected 
units are also required. 

Attach justification for all actions: Use separate sheet. If the justification is deemed insufficient, 
it will cause a delay in the approval process for the proposal. For new concentrations, 
justifications should provide evidence of need, i.e. student demand or current/evolving needs of 
the region, State, and/or the University. 

A graduate concentration is an intensive study of a subject within the major field (at least 30% 
of the major requirements). The General Catalog concentration description, provided on a 
separate page, is what will be used in the General Catalog. It is important to include as much 
information as the unit
