I. PURPOSE 
 
To define policy with respect to rights and responsibilities of instructors in teaching at the 
University as well as on-line and other distance learning instruction. 
 
II. DEFINITIONS 
 
Instructors are faculty members as defined in the Board of Supervisors Regulations and Bylaws or 
guest lecturers invited into classes to provide specialized instruction and teaching to students. 
 
Teaching facilities are classrooms, studios, laboratories, seminar rooms, practice rooms, library 
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
